On the outskirts of Kruger National Park is the rural area of Lillydale B. where due to prevailing poverty volunteer teachers ran a pre-school from their one-room church building. In a day, up to 120 children passed through the school/church in shifts.

In 1998, a Canadian – Marianne Schaubeck – initiated a program to help out with building a school for these impoverished kids. Schaubeck is the owner/operator of Reservations Africa, a travel organization specializing in Africa and a proud member of TOPAC. Since 2001 Marianne has dedicated herself to the project striving to have the school building completed and officially opened on May 16, 2002 at a cost of just under CAD 60,000. Schaubeck further committed to the community to provide ongoing fundraising to sustain and maintain the school, and is currently working on building a second school in Kwa-Zulu Natal. The school project became a registered Canadian charity as “African Pre-Schools Society”. (Registration number 85888 0149 RR001.) This charity also provides small salaries to the teaching staff, maintenance of the buildings, books and supplies, and meals for the needy children .

TOPAC, the South Africa Chamber of Business, Canadian Travel Press and Travel Courier are proud to be associated with African Pre-Schools Society hosting annual fundraiser golf tournaments.  Funds raised have gone into sourcing water for the area - a precious commodity in rural Africa, getting electricity, installation of a bore-well, school furnishings, installation of a children’s playground and a vegetable garden. Including salaries, electricity bill, and yearly maintenance the annual budget to maintain these schools is CA$ 28,000.00. Also the village directly benefits as local help is hired for teaching, improvements and maintenance. 

Graduating pre-schoolers now have a great start to their education but when they move onto the Primary school they are back to a facility without water, electricity or books. Other Canadian institutes such as Rotary Clubs have been persuaded by Schaubeck to upgrade the nearby Government Primary School. 

2008 is going to be another exciting year for the charity.  She wants to truly make African Pre-Schools Society ‘plural’ as plans for building a second school in the Kwa-Zulu Natal area are moving forward.  

TOPAC and the Canada-South Africa Chamber of Business will continue to support this charity for the needy kids in Africa.
