South Africa energy crisis could harm 2010 Fifa World Cup.


South Africa's power crisis could undermine the country's successful hosting of the 2010 FIFA World Cup and also harm tourism, industry authorities warned on Wednesday 23rd January 2008. 
Rolling electricity outages in the past two weeks have highlighted state power utility Eskom's struggles to keep up with increasing demand from a growing economy.

Eskom plans to spend R 300 billion on new power stations over the next five years. The company has said energy-intensive new investments should be reviewed until power supply improves around 2013.

Officials said the tourism industry was worried it would lose business and that the country would be unable to cater for some 300,000 visitors expected for the 2010 soccer extravaganza.
